June 20, 2023

Call to Order: Board President Bob Holland called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.

Present: Directors Don Richardson, Larry Swartz, Bob Holland, Larry Severance, and Rich Stronach. Fire Chief Larry Wooldridge, Firefighters Lucas Gilbert and Alexia Gregory, and Recording Secretary Bonnie Graham. 
Attending Public: No public at the meeting or online.

Approval of the June 20, 2023, Regular Board Meeting: The Board reviewed the minutes of the June 20, 2023, Regular Board meeting.  Director Larry Swartz made a motion to approve the minutes of the June 20, 2023, Regular Board meeting as presented.  Director Larry Severance seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.  

Bill Approval and Financial Review: The Board reviewed the districts bills and financial statements.  Director Larry Severance made a motion to pay the district’s bills and approve the financial statements. Director Larry Swartz seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.

Chief’s Report: Chief Wooldridge introduce Firefighter Lucas Gilbert to the Board. Lucas is replacing Todd Cockrum who left in mid May.  

Chief Wooldridge told the Board that the companies that gave us bids for the parking lot have not gotten back to the district. Will go back and ask for updated bids.

Summer Hires: Chief Wooldridge told the Board that the district has hired Alexia Gregory and Tylor Giusto for the summer.  Training this week will be with Life Flight and the following week with Lane Electric. 

Aidan and Gregory are now Apparatus Operators.  

Chief Wooldridge told the Board that the district has received three new volunteers and some of the old volunteers are coming back for drill and will be re-trained before pulling any shifts.  

Chief Wooldridge told the Board that the district had thirty-eight calls for May and are at 18 calls for June, with most being medical calls. Working on getting more people, EMT Brandon Stevens will be back to take on Ben’s position when he leaves at the end of June.  

Discussion on the water tank at the dump being empty.   Chief Wooldridge sent a crew to look at it and found it was leaking and it was low on water.  The leak was fixed, and the tank filled.  Chief Wooldridge told the Board that crews are checking the water tank at the end of Lost Creek once a week.
Chief Wooldridge explained to the Board that Coburg Fire might be willing to sell one of their Type 6 brush rigs to us, it would need to be approved by their board first.
